SENATE AMENDMENT #399 REJECTED 
  
- Senate amendment #399 filed by Senator Brian Joyce to increase the ABE line item 
#7035-0002 by $3 million was rejected. 
  
- There was no roll call vote so we cannot know who was in favor and who was against 
the increase. 
  
- The amendment was "bundled" with other amendments that were rejected as a group.  
The leadership has significant influence over what is bundled and which bundles will be 
voted favorably or unfavorably. 
  
ECONOMIC STIMULUS AMENDMENTS ALSO REJECTED 
  
- Economic Stimulus amendments regarding Food Stamps (#305), the Workforce 
Competitiveness Trust Fund (#306, #308), Workforce Accountability Task Force (#309), 
One-Stop Career Centers (#338) and Connecting Activities (#432) were also all rejected. 
  
- Another Food Stamp amendment (#849) has not yet been debated.
